This information sheet is about how your school can access a range of exciting new opportunities that are running alongside the excavations that are taking place along the route of the new East Kent Access Road to be built by VolkerFitzpatrick Hochtief Joint Venture.

Before the construction of the road begins archaeologists from Oxford Wessex Archaeology (OWA) are involved in a series of excavations along the whole length of the proposed road.  Kent County Council is very keen to involve the community as a whole in the project and to this end this information sheet lists a range of the following opportunities that your school can be engaged in from late March until the end of June.

A.  A visit to your school by an archaeologist during the morning or afternoon to give an introduction to archaeology, an introduction to an archaeological timeline with real artefacts (from the Thanet area) and to talk about the project (1 hour approx.). Available from late March until the end of June.

B.  A visit to your school as detailed above plus an activity session involving several classes in a range of activities. (2 hours approx.) Available from late March until the end of June.

C.  A guided tour of the community excavation with an archaeologist and the handling and viewing artefacts. (1 hour approx.) Dates are from 12th May – 28th May.

A list of community events are also being planned including a range of static archaeological exhibitions and ‘road shows’ at libraries and other venues.  There is also a community excavation open to all those aged over 8 years with guided tours, Open Days as well as evening and day time talks by archaeologists.
